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 I  have 
shared with you 
in the past news 
letters that en-
ergy continues 
to be one of the 
most important 
issues to affect 
this country and 
the new elected 
administration. 

We at Kit Carson Electric want to be 
part of that priority and have already 
begun to address energy efficiency. 
We have a representative of KCEC 
working at the statewide level with 
the state member service association 
developing ideas and training for our 
staff so that they will be better trained 
and prepared to address energy issues 
affecting you the member. In addition 
to state wide training we are provid-
ing company wide in house training 
on our products and services tied to 
energy efficiency to our employees 
within the organization to help them 
better help you with energy concerns. 
The 2009 Legislative Session has 
started and Kit Carson Electric 
through its state wide association have 
been monitoring  bills and pieces of 
legislature that pertain to energy and 
that could directly and indirectly af-
fect the Electric Cooperatives or our 
members. Additionally, in our effort 
to support and develop ever growing  
new renewable resources KCEC will 
continue to be at the legislature fol-
lowing these types of bills as well as 
those which I feel are important and 
may have a direct impact on the op-
eration and future trends of Kit Car-
son Electric, the rural cooperative 

association, and  the residents of our 
surrounding areas.  Kit Carson Elec-
tric will keep the membership up-
dated on the status of any proposed 
bills that may impact us as the infor-
mation becomes available.  
 KCEC together with a con-
sumer task force will continue to look 
at different options in solar power 
initiatives. We have assigned some of 
our employees to be involved in a so-
lar committee where they will be in-
volved with members of our commu-
nities.  We hope that by involving the 
membership we will be able to gain a 
broader understanding of how to best 
implement a solar initiation that will 
be available to everyone. Never the 
less, KCEC plans to implement pro-
jects that support economic develop-
ment and the renewable energy initia-
tive. As previously mentioned our 
Green power program continues to 
grow at a steady pace but could be 
enhanced significantly if more of you 
participate in the program. Our 
Green Power Program has a total of 
1,738 members participating and a 
total of 3,636 kWh that are currently 
being purchased. 
 Kit Carson Electric does not 
anticipate a retail rate increase in 
2009.  We have continued to work 
efficiently on the delivery of power to 
our customers and the maintenance 
programs have proved to be success-
ful with maintaining high reliability 
standards. Although this winter sea-
son has for the most part been mild, 
which affects our ski areas, as always 
it is a benefit to us in that it contrib-
utes to better working conditions and 
in some cases less unplanned power 

outages. 
  
 In closing I want to remind 
our members of the LIHEAP (Low 
Income Home Energy Assistance Pro-
gram) that is offered. It is available to 
all members who meet the criteria 
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guidelines, as of January 30, 2009 Kit 
Carson Electric has received a total 
dollar amount of $70,474.00 which 
was allocated to 237 consumers that 
were approved for LIHEAP funding. 
Keep in mind that you can still apply 
for LIHEAP assistance till September 
2009. The Members Helping Mem-
bers Program is developed to obtain 
voluntary contributions from partici-
pating members in order to have as-
sistance available for those members 
within our service area who need help 
paying their energy bill. The design of 
the program is such as not to incur a 
huge burden on participants, how-
ever, your support CAN and WILL 
make a huge difference in the well-
being of someone less fortunate. We 
encourage those members who are 
financially able, to consider support-
ing the Members Helping Members 
Program through ongoing participa-
tion. Any contributions made in ex-
cess of your monthly bill will be de-
posited into the special Members 
Helping Members account along with 
all other participating member 
amounts. Donations will then be avail-
able to the members in need.
